1) O&C Act - Timberlandsé   shall be managedé  for permanent 

forest production, and the timber thereon shall be sold, cut, and 

removed in conformity with the principal of  sustained yield.  

What the Law Requires for O&C Lands: 

Sustained Yield - Harvesting at a rate that is in balance with, and does not 

exceed, the growth rate of  the forest. 

2) FLPMA 701(b) - In the event of  

conflict with or inconsistency 

between this Act and the O&C Act, 

insofar as they relate to management 

of  timber resources the latter Act 

shall prevail.  



How Much is a Billion Board Feet?  

~ 33,000 acres of  BLM Forest or  ~52 square miles  

~ 62,000 houses ð Framing Lumber
